SAI Choruses range in size from 15-31 (Division A) to well over 120 members (Large Chorus). 
 
“Each member gave our contest performance her greatest effort,” says Jessie Oslan, director of RNH Show Chorus. “The competition this year was fierce. So many of the choruses raised their performance levels and brought their best packages to the event. The fact that we placed in the top three this year shows that we’re constantly working to improve our sound and musicality to create top-notch performances.”
